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Manual setting of network parameters

In order to connect to the IP camera, the PC should be in the same local
network as the camera. The IP address of the camera, the PC and any
other device on the network should not match.

IP camera has the following default settings:
- IP address: 192.168.1.188
- Subnet mask: 255.255.0.0
- Gateway: 192.168.1.1
- HTTP-port: 80
- username: admin
- password: admin

PC network settings example:
- IP address: 192.168.1.10;
- Subnet mask: 255.255.0.0.

There are 3 options to set up your camera:

1. Change IP address of a camera manually.
Start your browser, connect to IP camera and enter your
username and password. Choose appropriate menu item and change
network settings of IP camera.
